UNAUTHORISED ABSENCE 

Unauthorised absence of 5 days or 10 sessions or more may result in the issue of a Penalty Notice 
Penalty Notices are issued by the Local Authority in accordance with Surrey County Council’s Code of Conduct.  The 

Penalty Notice is £60, per child per parent or carer, if paid within 21 days of receipt of the notice. Thereafter, the 

amount increases to £120 per child per parent or carer if paid after 21 days but within 28 days. If the penalty 
notice remains unpaid after 28 days, the Local Authority will consider a prosecution under s444 Education Act 1996.

MEDICAL APPOINTMENTS 
 

We politely request that medical appointments are made outside of school hours, however, we understand that this 
isn’t always possible.  If medical appointments fall within the school day we ask that you make them as early or as 
late as possible in the school day so that your child does not miss a whole day of school. Please email the School 

Office with the details of the appointment along with a copy of the appointment letter, email or text for your child’s 
school record. Please also let the School Office know if your child will be in late after the appointment or what time 

they will need to be collected. 
 

LATENESS 

Punctuality is highly important, students who arrive late to school are not only losing learning but also disrupt the 
learning of others as they arrive late for lessons. 

 
The school gates open at 8:50am and all students are expected to be onsite by 9:00am when the gates close. 

Morning Registration takes place between 9:00am and 9:10am, students who arrive after 9:05am are given a Late 
mark on the register. 

 
Last week, we registered 14 Lates at a total of 315 minutes; that’s over 5 hours lost to learning.

• Ensure that your child goes to bed at a reasonable time so they are not too tired to get up in the morning 

• Ensure your child has a good night’s sleep by minimising their use of devices at bed time 

• Have a consistent bedtime routine for your child 

• Set an alarm to allow plenty of time for your morning routine in getting to school on time

Do you have a child/children (5-16 years) who attend a Woking School?   Did you know that you have a dedicated 
School Nursing team? 
  
A member of the Woking School Nursing Team is available on the 1st Wednesday of every month between 9.30am 
and 11.30am (including holidays)  at  the Child Health Drop-In at Eastwood Leisure Centre,  Albert Drive, 
Sheerwater, Woking GU21 5RF.  
 
2024 dates are 3 Jan, 7 Feb, 6 Mar, 3 Apr, 1 May, 5 Jun, 3 Jul, 7 Aug, 4 Sep, 2 Oct, 6 Nov, 4 Dec. 
  
A member of the team will be available to answer questions from parents/carers of school aged children and to give 
advice, information and signpost on topics including early toileting, sleep, behaviour, healthy diet, dental care, 
school readiness, NCMP heights & weights, mental health, eating disorders, minor illnesses, internet safety and 
much more.  They can also help with referrals to other services.
